Game apparatus, game control program, and recording medium having the program recorded

BACKGROUND OF THE INVENTION 1. Field of the Invention The present invention relates to a

game apparatus for realizing a game suchas a role playing game, a control program, and a

recording mediumon which the programis recorded. More specifically, it relates to control of a

battle scene of a role-playing game. 2. Description of the Related Art A role-playing gameis a

game in which a game player advances a story by designating an action of a character appearing

in the story. In the story, the above character (hereinafter referred to as a player character} is

given various problems such as puzzling, discovering treasures, punishing enemies. Also, as the

story progresses, the player character errcounters many enemy characters and performs battle. In

a battle scene, a player character and an enemycharacter are displayed on the display screen.

When there are a plurality of player characters and enemy characters, a plurality of player

characters and a plurality of enemy characters are displayed, respectively. The behaviorof the

enemy character is defined by the game control program. A game player specifies an action to be

performed by each player character byselecting it from the action selection menu displayed on
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the screen. The game control program generates an image including a player character

performing an action designated by the game player and an enemycharacter performing an

action defined by the game control program, and displays the image on the screen. Sucha battle

scene conirol method is disclosedin, for cxample, Patent Document 1 and Patent Document2.

3343211 DISCLOSURE OF THE INVENTION Problems to be Solved by the Invention The present

invention is based on the problem that a player enjoys a battle scene as described above more In

order to be able to do sc, we propose a new method of designating the behavior of the player

character. A game apparatus according to the present invention is characterized in that in a

virtual space, one or more player characters acting in accordance with an operation performed

by a player and one or more enemies acting independently of the player's operation A game

device for controlling a game in which a character and a character play a battle, characterized by

comprising a conmiand information storage unit and a command ingrut reception unit described

below. The command information storage means is means for storing a plurality of command

information including command information which can be given to any one of the player

characters and information of a plurality of numerical values.

The command input receiving means selects command information representing a command to

be given to the player character from the commandinformation stored in the command

information storing means and outputs one numerical value out of a plurality of numerical values

represented by the cormmand information And accepts an input to be selected.

portion with the center of the card as the base point. In the game realized by the configuration of

the game apparatus, the command information includes information of a plurality of numerical

values separately from information of commands which can be given to the player character, and

the player selects a command You can also select numerical values when doing. When muitiple

commands are selected, ifan incidental effect corresponding to the combination ofthe selected

numerical values is generated in addition to the original effect corresponding to the command,

the player is expected to have anincidental effect It is possible to perform an operation of giving

a command. The above gamedevice can be realized by incorporating a predetermined game

control programinto a general purpose computer such as a home game machine, a portable

game machine, a personal computer, a portable information terminal, a mobile phone, or thelike.

Therefore, the present invention provides a game control program for realizing such a function. A

game control program according to the present invention is a game control program in which in
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a virtual space, a game in which one or more player characters acting in accordance with an

operation performed by a player and one or more enemy characters acting without depending on

the operationof the piayer are battle The game control program causes a computer to function

as a command information storage unit and a command input reception unit as described above.

Further, the present invention alse provides a recording medium such as a DVD (Digital Versatile

Disc), a CD-ROM, a memorycard, a garne cassette, a hard disk, etc., on which such a programis

recorded. DESCRIPTION OF THE PREFERRED EMBODIMENTS Hereinafter, specific embodiments

of the present invention will be described with reference to the drawings.

PIG. 1 is a diagram showing an appeararice of a game system including a home game machine

and peripheral devices thereof. The home game machine 1 is connected to a hometelevision 2

having a display and a speaker by a cable (not shown). Further, to the home game machine 1, an

input device for inputting a control signal for the player to control the game, that is, the

controller 3 is connected. The controller 3 has several operation buttons and an operation stick.

in the battle scene of the role playing game to be described later, the operation stick 4 and

operation buttons 5S, 6 and 7 shownin the drawing are mainly used. The operationstick4is

configured so that different operation signals are generated whenthe stick is tilted In the upward

direction, the left direction, the downward dircetion, and the right direction. In addition, the

operation buttons 5, 6 and 7 are also configured to generate different operation signais when

pressed. The role playing game described below is a game realized by causing the home game

machine 1 to execute a control program of a role playing game. The game control programmis

providedto the playerin astate recorded on a DVD (Digital Versatile Disc). When this DVD is set

ona disk tray (not shown) of the home game machine 1 and poweris turned on, the contral

programof the role playing game is executed by the home game machine 1, and the home game

machine corresponds to one embodiment of the present invention As shown in FIG. In this case,

the control programof the role-playing game is an embodiment of the game control program of

the present invention, and the DVD is an embodimentof the recording medium of the present

invention. FIG. 2 is a view showing an example of a battle scene of a role playing game realized

bythe game device or the game control programof the present embodiment. In the battle scene,

on the screen9, similar to the battle scenes of the convertional role-playing game, the marmerin

which the player character and the enemy character battle are displayed together with the

information indicating the state of each player character. The figure illustrates a scene where two

player characters Sa, Sb and two enemy characters 1Oa, 10b battle, and status information 15 of

each player characteris displayed at the top of the screen. In addition, this figure showsa state

in which the player character 8a (character name: crow) is waiting for a command from the

player.

A cursor 16 in the figure is a cursor pointing to a target of an action instructed bya player. For

example, when the player instructs the player character 8a to attack the enemy character 104 or
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1Ob, the player adjusts the cursor 16 to the enemy character to be attacked, as shownin the

drawing. Alternatively, in a case where the player instructs the player character 8a to restore the

player character 8b or the plaver character 8a itself by using the item, the player adjusts the

cursor 16 to the player character 8a or &b. The cursor 16 can be moved by operating the button

6 and the button 7 of the controller 3 shown in FIG. 1. When the button 6 is pressed, the cursor

16 is automatically matched with any of the enemy characters. Whenthe button 6 is further

pressed in that state, the cursor 16 moves to another enemycharacter. Therefore, the player can

select a desired enemy character by pressing the button 6 a plurality of times. On the other hand,

when the button 7 is pressed, the cursor 16 is automatically matched with oneof the player

characters. When the button 7 is further pressed in that state, the cursor 16 moves to another

player character. Therefore, by pressing the button 7 a plurality oftimes, the player can select a

desired player character including a player character to give a command. Here, in the

conventional role-playing game, when each player character becomes in a state to receive an

instruction from the player, an action selection menu ofthe player character is displayed onthe

screen. The player gives a command to the player character by selecting the action to be

performed by the player character from among the items of the action selection menu and then

performing the cursoralignment to the target. On the other hand, in this role-plaving game, the

vehavior selection menu is not displayed. In this role-plaving game, the playerfirst gives a

command to the player charactor 8a by setting the cursor 16 to the target character and then

selecting a card representing an action to be performedby the player character. A method of

giving instructions by card selection will be described below. As shownin FIG. 2, on the lower

part of the screen 9, seven cards 12 arranged facing upward are displayed.

These cards 12 represent a command that can be given to the player character § a, that is, a

candidate for an instruction. However, depending on the conditions of battle, some cards can nat

be selected even though they are displayed. Cards that can not be selected are displayed in a

different color fromthe cards that can be selected. FIG. 3 is a diagram showing an example ofa

card. As shownin the figure, on the card, a symbal 17 indicating the content of the command

and four numbers 18 a to 18 d are displayed. The symbol 17 is, for example, a symbol of a sword

if itis an instruction of an attack using a sword, a symbol ofan item to be usedif it is an

instruction to use an item, and the like. Alternatively, instead of a symbol, the content ofthe

command may be displayed in text. The four numbers 18 ato 18 d are randomly assigned bythe

game control programat the start of the game or when the player acquires the card. Therefore,

even if the symbol 17 is the same card, the four numbers 18a to 18d are not abways the same.

Instead of the numbers 18a to 18d, some signs and marks may be displayed. For example, you

can mark hearts, diamonds, spades, clubs at the four corners of the card. The player selects an

instruction to be given to the player character & a from among the cards 12 representing

candidates for the commandin FIG. 2. Specifically, by performing a predetermined operation, the

cursor frame 14 is placed on one of the cards, and an operationindicating selection of that card

is performed. The card selected by this operation moves to the upperleft of the screen 9 and is
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displayed as a card 13 representing a command for the player character 8 a as shown in FIG. 2. If

it is within the predetermined time limit, the player can continuouslyselect a plurality of cards.

At this point, the player selects one of the four numbers 18a to 18d attached to the card at the

same time as sclecting the card. 4 (a) and 4 (b) are diagrams for explaining an operation of

simultaneously selecting a card and a number. The card and numberare simultaneously selected

by using the stick 4 of the controller 3. 4 (a}, whenthestick 4 of the controller3 is tilted in the

direction indicated by the arrow 19 (upper left direction) in F1G. 4 (b) in accordance with the card

for selecting the cursor frame 14, as shown in FIG. 4 (a), The number18a attached to the upper

left of the card, that is, "7" is selected together with the card. The selected numberis highlighted

on the card 13 representing the command.

Likewise, if the stick 4 of the controller 3 is tilled to the upperright. the numeral 18 b attached

to the upper right of the card is selected together with the card, and when it is tilted to the lower

right, the numeral 18 c attached to the card along with the card is selected Then, if you defeat it

to the lower left, he number 18 d attached to the lowerleft of the card is selected together with

the card. it is also possible to select the card by pressing the button 5 of the controller3.

However, since the button 5 can generate only one kind of signal, when the card is selected by

the button 5, the number 18 b on the upper right of the card is automatically selected.

Alternatively, when a card is selected by the button 5, a specification that an optimal combination

of mumbers is automatically selected may be adopted. The optimal combination of numbers is a

combination that produces an advantageous effect for the player. The game control program

stores a plurality of such combinations in advance, and selects an optirnal one from the stored

combinations. The selection is made based on the number that the player initially selected. For

example, in the first button operation, the number 18 b in the upper right of the card is selected,

and ifthe number 18 bis "2", the combination beginning with 2 of the stored combinations is

automatically selected. In addition, when the player characteris in the "confused" state, the four

numbers are displayed so as to move on the cardat any time. For example, the numeral 18 a

meaves to the position of the numeral 18 b and further moves so as to rotate to the position of the

numeral 18 c and the position of the numeral 18 d. In this case, in order for the plaver to select a

desired number, the player must manipulate the stick 4 of the controller 3 by identifying the

position at each moment of the number. When the stick 4 is tilted in the direction in which no

numeral is arranged, since the numberis not selected and becomes "out", the arm of the player is

questioned. Here, when a card is selected, the number of cards 12 displayedat the bottorn of the

screen 9 decreases. Replenishment of the card will be described below. On the lower right of the

screen 9, cards stacked in a lying state (hereinafter referred to as a deck 11) are displayed. When

a cardis selected, the number of cards reduced bythe selection is automatically replenished from

the deck 11. Therefore, on the screen, seven cards 12 are always displayed uniess the deck 11

disappears. The deck 11 is configured for each player character.
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Therefore, the card 12 andthe deck 11 displayed when a commandts issued to the player

character 6a are different from the card 12 and the deck 11 displayed when giving a command

to the player character 8b. FIG. 5 is a view showing a screen for creating the deck 11. As shown

in the figure, on the deck creating screen 20,all stocked cards arc displayed on the left part 21

of the screen. The stocked card is the card given to the player at the start of the game, the card

acquired bythe player after the gamestarted. Someofthe stocked cards include cards that can

be used as Instructions to all player characters, but also cards that can only be used as

instructions to some player characters. On the screen right portion 22, cards constituting the

deck ofthe player character are displayed. When the player places the cursor frame 23 on a

desired card in the stocked card and performs a predetermined operation signifying confirmation

of the selection, the selected card moves fromthe left part 21 of the screen to the right part 22

of the screen And move. The deck of the player character is formed by the player repeating the

above operation. Since the deck is composed of 50 cards, the player has to repeat the above

operation 50 times for each player character. However, even if the number of operations is less

than 50 times, since the game control program automatically selects the card, the number of

cards constituting the deck is 50. When there are a plurality of player characters, the playercails

a similar screen for each player character and performs the above operation. As described above,

the command which the player can give te the player character is limited to the command

represented by the seven cards selected from the cards constituting the deck 11. Evon if the card

is stocked, unless the card is included in the deck of the player character, if it is not displayed as

a hand (card 12), it is impossible to give the player character the command represented by the

card . Therefore, whether to make a dominant position in battle depends not only on howto give

instructions to the player character at battle but also on howthe deck is composed. Next, three

kinds of effects generated by selecting a card will be described. First, since each card represents

a command to a player character, when a card is selected, a predetermined effect is generated by

executing an instruction represented bythe card.

For example, if the command is an instruction instructing the invocation of a predetermined

attack technique, predetermined damage is given to the enemy character, and if the commandis

the use of a predetermined recovery item, the character in which the item was used is recovered.

However, in the role-playing game, when a plurality of cards are arranged on the upperleft of the

screen 9, not the individual effect of the card but the effect of combining the effects of the

plurality of cards occurs. in other words, the game contro] program calculates the effect based on

all commands given to one player character when the action sequence reaches not card units.

Depending on howthe card is selected, the effect may be canceled out in same cases. For

example, “light attribute” and “dark attribute" are conflicting attributes, but cards instructing to

activate an attack technique oflight attribute capable of giving 100 damage to enemy characters

and 50 cards that can damage 50 enemycharacters And the card instructing the activation of the

dark attribute attack technique are selected, the damagegiven to the enemy character is 50

instead of 150. The second effect is the effect produced by selecting the number attached to the
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card. As described with reference to FIG. 4, in this role-playing game, the player can select any

one of the four numbers attached to the card at the same time as selecting the card representing

the cormmand. 6 (a), 6 (b) and 6 (c) are diagrams for explaining the relationship between

combinations of commands represented by cards and combinations of mumbers. FIG. 6 (a) shows

three cards selected by the player, and FIGS. 6 (b} and 6 (c) show the operationof the stick 4

performed by the player whenselecting the three cards There. Arrows in FIGS. 6 (b) and 6 (c}

indicate the direction in which the stick 4 is tilted. When the player perfornis an operation to

lower the stick 4 of the controller 3 to the upperleft three times in order to select three cards

shownin FIG. 6 (a) as shown in FIG. 6 (b) , The combination of numbers to be selected is "796".

On the other hand, when the player performs an operation of defeating the stick 4 of the

controller 3 in the order of upperleft, lowerleft, and lower right as shownin FIG. 6 (c), the
combination of the selected numbers is "777" Become. Combinations of numerals in which

special effects are generated are defined in advance by the game control program. For exanple,

when all the numbers are the same, conditions are set such as when the numbers are arranged in

ascending or descending order, or when they match with a predetermined number combination.

It is advisable to explicitly indicate these combinations to the player in advance, for example, by a

game instruction manual. When the combination of the sclected numbers matches any one of the

above conditions, the second effect occurs according to the condition. The second effect may be

an effect complementing the first effect or an effect generated irrespective of the first effect. As

the former, for example, an effect such as doubling the damage to the enemyas the first effect

can be considered. As the latter, an effect such as an increase in the possession moneyofthe

player character can be considered. The third effect is the same as the first effect, which is an

effect caused by a combination of commands represented by the card. However, although the
first effect affects the outcome ofthe battle, the third effect does not affect the outcome of the

battle. A third effect is an effect that a new card is generated by combining the selected cards.

For example, a card instructing the activation of a predetermined technique is synthesized and a

card instructing the activation of a new technique is generated. Alternatively, a new card may be

synthesized by a combination of a card instructing the use of the item and a card instructing to

activate the technique. For example, in this role playing game, there is "meat" as one item for

restoring the physical strength ofthe player character. As one of the techniques for the player

character to activate, there is an attack technique having an attribute of “fire”. If the selected card

contains “meat” card and “Fire Attack attack” card, "Yakiniku” card is synthesized after the

command represented bythe card is executed. “Yakiniku" can be used as an item for restoring

the physical strength of a player character similarly to "meat", but the effectiveness of recovery is

larger than "meat". The conditions under which the cards are synthesized are defined in advance

by the game control program. Although this condition may be specified to the player in advance

by a gameinstruction orthe like, it may not be explicitly shown but may be enjoyed by the

player to enjoy the imagination. However, if you do not explicitly state the condition, it is good to

include in the explanation of each item an explanation suggesting possibility of synthesis.
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Incidentally, cards newly generated by combination during combatare listed and displayed on

the screen at the end of battle. The player can select a desired one from among the composite

cards displayed as a list and holdit as a stock card. In the above, the wayof giving instructions

by card selection and the effect produced byselecting a card has been described. Next, the timing

at which the card selection can be performed will be described.

ina general role-playing gare, the order of actions of the characters is determined by the game

control program, and the game control programdisplays action selection menus of the player

characters who have become the acting numbers on the screen, Accept commands. Therefore,

when the enemycharacter is acting number, the player can not give a command to the player

character. On the other hand, in this rele-playing game, not only when the action order has

reached the player character, but also when the player characteris selected as the attack target

of the enemy character evenifit is the number of the enemycharacter, A card 12 for giving an

instruction to the player character is displayed. As a result, unlike a general role-playing game, a

player character can take some kind of defensive behavior whenit is made an attack target of an

enemy character. Alternatively, if the attack of the enemycharacter eventually becomes a

defense, an attack may be perfarmed. FIG. 7 is a conceptual diagram showing functions of the

game apparatus related to the control of the battle scene. As shown in the figure, the gare

apparatus according to the present embodiment includes a deck preparation function 46, a

command candidate selection function 29, a state detection function 30, a command input

reception function 31, an effect generation function 32, and an image generation function 33.

Further, in the memory 24 of the game apparatus, information of the commandinformation 25,

the numerical combination condition 27, and the card synthesis condition 28 is stored. Also, in

the memory24 of the game device, instruction information 26 for each character selected bythe

deck making function 46 and command candidate information 47 for each character selected by
the command candidate selection function 29 are also stored. The command information 25 is

information on the stock card described with reference to FIG. 5. The commandinformation 25

includes, for example, an 1D of the card, code data representing the command content, numerical

data (for example, numerical data representing damage, numerical data representing the point to

be recovered) representing the effect generated by executing the command, Image data

representing the graphic symbol 17 of the card, numerical data representing four numerals 18a

to 18d attached to the card, andthe like. The character-specific command information 26 and

the character-specific command candidate information 47 may be information obtained by

classifying copies of the command information 25 into characters, or by associating a character

name with a card ID included in the command information 25 It may be information.

In other words, the structure of the data is not particularly limited as long as it is possible to

specify a card or a card of a hand includedin the deck by referring to the character-specific

command information 26 or the character-specific command candidate information 47. The
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numeric combination condition 27 and the card synthesis condition 28 are stored as definition

data in the memory 24 as shown in the figure. Alternatively, it may be defined in the game

control program. The deck creating function 46 is a function of controlling the deck creating

screen shown in FIG. 5. Thatis, che command information 25 is read out from the memory 24,

and the read command informationis displayed on the left part 21 of the screen 20 of FIG. 5,

while accepting the card selection input from the controller 3 to generate the character-specific

command information 26 And stores it in the memory 24. The command candidate selecting

function 29 is a function of automatically selecting the card to be displayed as the card 12 from

the deck 11 of FIG. 2. That is, a part of the character-specific command information 26 is read

from the memory 24 and stored in the memory 24 again as the character-specific command

candidate information 47. The selection may be made according to the order in which a

predetermined number of information is stored in the memoryor may be randomly selected. The

state detection function 30 is a function of detecting a state in which the player character can

attack and a state in which the player character is selected as an attack target of the enemy

character. The state capable of attacking is a state from the turn of action to the character until
the action order shifts to other characters. Since the order of action of the charactersis

determined by the game control programand the behaviorof the enemry character is defined by

the game control program, each state can be detected by the game control program. When the

above state is detected by the state detection function 30, the command input reception function

31 reads the character-specific command candidate information 47 of the corresponding player

character from the memory 24 and displays it as the card 12. Also, with this function, the game

apparatus receives the controller operation described with reference to FIG. 4 and FIG. 6,

identifies the selected card and the selected number, and displays the card 13 on the upperleft

of the screen. When a card selection operation is performed, the next command-specific

information 26 is read fromthe memory at ary time by the command candidate selection

function 28, and the character-specific command candidate 47 is replenished.

On the screen 9, display control is performed by the command input receiving function 31 se

that seven cards are always displayed as the card 12. The effect generating function 32 is a

function for generating the above-described three kinds ofeffects. More specifically, calculation

of damage and recovery point, calculation (effect calculation) of points etc. obtained when

number combination satisfies a predetermined condition, and further, when a combination of

cards is a predetermined combination, a new card And adds processing (cormmand information

addition). In the calculation of the damage and the recovery point, the instruction input receiving

function 31 acquires information such as the damage value included in the command

information, sums the damage values of a plurality of cards, and calculates the parameters of the

target character . In the judgment of the combination of numerais, the information 27 of the

numeric combination condition is read from the memory 24, and the numerical combination

acquired by the command input receiving function 31 is compared with each condition inchided

in the read information 27 . When a combination of numerals satisties any of the conditions,
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various parameter values are changed so as to generate an effect stored in the memoryin

association with the condition. For example, if the damage to an enemyis doubled, the process of

doubling the value is executed when performing the above damage calculation. Whetherto

synthesize the card or not is judged by fiest reading out information 28 on the combination

condition of the card from the memory 24 and including the combination of the cards acquired

by the command input receiving function 31 in the read information 28 And comparing these

conditions with each other. When card synthesis is performed, commend information

corresponding to the synthesized card is stored in the memory24. incidentally, the command

information corresponding to the synthesized card may be recorded on a DVD together with the

game control program, for example, and provided to the memory 24 at the time when the card

synthesis is performed by the effect generating function 32. The image generation function 33 is

a function of generating images constituting a battle scene. For example, an image representing

howthe enemy character is damaged so that the effect generated bythe effect generating

function 32 appears on the screen, and outputs it to the display. Also, at the end of battle, an

image representing a list of acquired composite cards is generated and displayed, anda

controler operation for selecting a composite card to be stocked is accepted. As described above,

the game device and the game control program of the present embodiment have the following
features and effects.

First, in the game apparatus and the game control program according to the present

embodiment, the information on the card (command) is provided in a state separated from the

information on the player character, and the player uses the deck making function 46 So that

you can freely combine characters and cards. In the conventional game, the command which can

be given to the player character is decided for each player character, but in the above game,it is

possible to increase the kind of command by acquiring the card, and what type of card Whether

to incorporate or nat affects the outcome of the battle. That is, the player can enjoy new

enjoyment whichis not present in the conventional role-playing game, such as enjoyment of

collecting cards and enjoyment of configuring a deck. Secondly, in the game apparatus and the

game control program according to the present embodiment, net only whenthe player character

is in an attackable state (when the order of actions comes around) by the state detection function

30, it is also detected when the player character is made an attack target of the enemy character.

As a result,when the player character receives an attack from the enemycharacter, it can cause

some kind of defense or counterattack action, However, since the card that the player character

can use is limited to the card selected by the command candidate selecting function 29, thatis,

the card displayed as a hand, by using the card for defense and counterattack, Thereis also a

possibility that the player character is forced into a disadvantageous situation. in other words,

although there are many opportunities to give commands, in environments where the type and

number of commands that can be givenare limited, it is necessary to carefully decide what kind

of commandto give to the player character. Forthis reason, the game is morestrategic than the

conventional game. Thirdly, in the game apparatus and the game control program according to
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the present embodiment, four pieces of numerical information independent of the content of the

command are stored in the command information 25. {n addition, any one of the numbersis

selected by the commandinput receiving function 31, and a special effect is generated by the
combination of the selected numbers. That is, even if the combination of cards is the same, if the

combination of numbers is different, the effect will differ or other effects will be added. For this

reason, the player can select cards while expanding expectations for incidentally generated

effects by selecting numbers.

Fourthly, in the game apparatus and the game control programaccording to the present

embodiment, when a combination of cards satisfies a predetermined condition, card combination

is performedby the effect generating function 32, a new card is provided . That is, apart from the

pleasure of defeating the enemy character in the battle scene, the player can enjoy the enjoyment

of acquiring a newcard while demonstrating the imagination about the condition of card

composition. For example. if the enemycharacter encountered is a character much weaker than

the player character, the battle is generally very boring. In the above game, ever with such a

battle, since the enjoyment of acquiring the card by synthesisis left, there is no tedious battle for

the player. Finally, FIG. 8 shows a hardware configuration of the game device in the above

embodiment, that is, tic home game device 1. The home game machine | includes at least a CPU

4i,amermory 24, an input / output control unit 39, an operation device control unit 36, a

display outpuc control unit 37, an audio output control unit 38, and a system bus 40 connecting

these components. Furthermore, it may include a communication control unit 42 for controlling

connection with the network. The input / output control unit 39 controls reading of data from

recording media such as a CD-ROM, a DVD 43, a memorycard, a game cassette 44, and a hard

disk 45, and writing of data to these recording media. The operation device control unit 36

controls an operation input from the contraller 3 connected to the home game device 1. The

input accepted from the controller 3 is transmitted to the CPU 41 via the system bus 40. The

display output control unit 37 controls display of the image output by the game control program

on the display 34. The audio output control unit 38 controjs the output of the game sound to the

speaker 35. A game contrel program read from a recording mediumsuch as a CD-ROM, a DVD

43, a memorycard, or a cassette 44is stored in the memory 24 via the imput / output control

unit 39 and the system bus 40. Command information, numeric combination condition

information, and card synthesis condition information are similarly stored in the memory 24.

Note that the game control program, conamand information, and the like may be downloaded via

the network via the communication control unit 42 and stored in the memory 24 in some cases.

In accordance with the game control program stored in the memory 24, the CPU 41 generates an

image to be output as a game screen, and gives a predetermined instruction to the operation

device control section 36, the display output control section 37 or the sound output control

section 38 By transmitting signals and various data, it controls transmission and reception ofnm

various signals with the controller 3, and signal output to the display 34 and the speaker 35.
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In the home game machine 1, the CPU 41 executes the following process, thereby functioning as

a deck creating means. The CPU 41 obtains the command information stored in the memory 24

via the systembus 40 and generates an image representing the deck creating screcrs 20 shown

in FIG. The CPU 41 temporarily stores the generated image in the memory 24 or a frame

memory (riot shown), and controls the display output control unit 37 so as to output the image

stored in the memory 24 to the display 34. Furthermore, the signal input from the controller 3 is

interpreted as informationfor selecting a card, and based on this information, an image including

the card incorporated in the deck is generated and output to the display 34 bythe display output

control unit 37 . The home game machine 1 functions as the command candidate selecting

means by the CPU 41 executing the following process. The CPU 41 reads seven pieces of data

stored as character-specific command information 26 in the memory 24 in order from the head

via Uhe system bus 40 and stores them in the memory 24 as the character-specific command

candidate information 47. Further, in the home game machine 1, the CPU 41 interprets the signal

input from the controller 3 as information meaning by the game control program, thatis,

information for selecting a card or a number, and accepts the command And functions as an

input receiving unit. Furthermore, in the home game machine 1, the CPU 41 acquires the

information of the number combination condition and the card combining condition stored in the

memory 24 via the system bus 40 and calculates damage and numerals Or judges a combination

of cards, thereby functioning as an effect generating means. In the process of executing the

process related to the control of the battle scene in accordance with the game control program

by the CPU 41, the home garme machine | executes a predetermined condition determination

prescribed in the program, thereby detecting the state Function as means. In the home game

machine 1, the CPU 41 generates an image including the displayof the effect, temporarily stores

the generated image in the memory 24 or a frame memory (not shown), and further controls the

display output control unit 37 , Thereby outputting the image stored in the memory 24 to the

display 34. thereby functioning as an image generating means. It should be noted that the game

apparatus of the present invention can be implemented not only in the home game apparatus as

in the above embeodiment but also in a game control program incorporated in another peneral-

purpose computer such as a personal computer.

Furthermore, it can be implemented as a business game device. Further, as long as the gameis a

game in which the player character fights the enemycharacter, the type of the gameis not

limited to the role playing game, but may be another type of game. The present invention is a

useful invention irrespective of the configuration of the hardware and the kind of the game. In

the game realized by the game apparatus and the game control programof the present invention,

the information of the command which can be given to the player character and the information

of the plural numerical values are managed as a set, and when the player sends a cormmand

Numbers can also be selected together whenselecting, When a plurality of commands are

selected, if a combination of selected numerical values satisfies a predefined condition, an
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additional effect is generated in addition to the original effect corresponding to the command, so

that the player has an incidental effect You can perform an operation giving a command while

hoping for expectation to.

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REMARKS

Favorable reconsideration of this Application, in light of the following discussion,1s

respectfully requested. Claims 19-38 were previously presented. Claims 19-38 have been

amended. Accordingly, claims 19-38 are pending in the present Application. Applicant

submits that upon entry of the present Response, claims 19-38 are in condition for allowance.

Moreover, the Applicant submits that no new matter has been introduced by the foregoing

amendments.

Examiner Interview

First, Applicant wishes to thank the Examinerfor the courtesy of an interview granted

to Applicant's representative on May 30, 2018 and June 12, 2018, at which time the outstanding

issues in this case were discussed. Arguments similar to the ones developed hereinafter were

presented and the Examinerindicatedthat in light of the arguments, the amended claims appear

to be allowable and he would reconsider the outstanding grounds for rejection upon formal

submission of a response.

Rejections under 35 U.S.C. §112

In the outstanding Office Action, claims 19-28, and 31-38 were rejected under

35 U.S.C. § 112(b) or 35 U.S.C. § 112, second paragraph as being indefinite. In particular, the

Office Action indicated that claim 19 recites the limitations "an opponent character based on a

parameter set on a card bya player's operation" respectively tn lines 6, 7, 10, 11, 15, and 16 of

the claim, but it is unclear whether the claim recitations are referring to the same or different

"opponent characters", "parameter sets", "cards", and "player operations". Also, the Office

Action indicated the claim numbers of dependencies are required to be corrected.

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In response, the claims have been amended to correct the noted informalities. If,

however, the Examiner disagrees, the Examineris invited to telephone the undersigned who

will be happy to work with the Examiner in a joint effort to derive mutually acceptable

language.

Rejections under 35 U.S.C. §101

In the outstanding Office Action, claims 19-38 were rejected under 35 U.S.C. § 101, as

allegedly being directed to non-statulory subject matter. In particular, the Office Action alleged

the claimed invention recites concepts related to a mental process for circuit design which

respectively corresponds to a concept identified as abstract idea by the court in Synopsys.

UnderAlice Corp. v. CLS Bank Internationai., the test for patent eligibility requires the

Office to: (1) “determine whether the claims at issue are directed to one of those patent-

ineligible concepts”; and (2) “search for the ‘inventive concept’? — ie¢.. “an element or

combination of elements that is “sufficient to ensure that the patent in practice amounts to

significantly more than a patent upon the [ineligible concept] itself.”

Addressing now the rejections under 35 U.S.C. § 101, Applicant respectfully traverses

the rejection, as the claimed limitations, when viewed as a whole, are directed toward

significantly more than the alleged abstract idea.

Applicant respectfully submits that the claimed invention, as a whole, is not similar

to the abstract idea discussed in the Synopsys case. More specifically, in Synopsys, the court

defined the abstract idea as translating a functional description of a logic circuit into a hardware

component. In contrast, the claimed invention concems operating the battle game under a

specific set of rules.

In McRO,the Federal Circuit court found a set of rules to be an improvement in an

existing animation process instead of an abstract idea. In MfcRO, the court determinedtheset

ll
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of rules enabled the automation of specific animation tasks that previously could not be

automated. The claimed invention also includes a specific set of rules for operating a game

which, when viewed as whole, promote active participation of players with a wide range of

levels and enjoyment throughout a group battle. Thus, like 1/cRO, the specific set of rules of

the claimed invention enables automation ofa battle game that would not have been previously

automated.

Therefore, for at least the foregoing reasons, Applicant respectfully submits that the

claims are directed toward patent-eligible subject matter. Accordingly, Applicant respectfully

requests that the rejections under 35 U.S.C. § 101 be withdrawn.

Rejections under 35 U.S.C. §102

In the outstanding Action, claims 19, 22-29, and 32-38 were rejected under 35 U.S.C.

§102(a)(1) as being anticipated by U.S. Patent Publication No. 2005/0054402, applied for by

Noguchiet al. (“Noguchi”).

Addressing nowthe rejection of claims 19, 22-29, and 32-38 under 35 U.S.C.

§ 102(a)(1) as being anticipated by Noguchi, this rejection is respectfully traversed. Claims 19,

26, and 35-38 are the independent claims presently under consideration. Claims 19, 26, and 35-

38 have been amended to overcomethe rejection under 35 U.S.C. § 102(a)(1).

Claims 19, 26, and 35-38 are amendedto recite the feature that each battle condition

is not changed during each game term. Non-limiting supports of the amendments maybe

found, for example, at paragraphs [0069]-[0075].

Unlike the claimed invention, Noguchi is a role-playing game,! so the condition of

battle is changed in each turn ofplayer.

"See N oguchi, for example, at paragraph [0025].

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In view of the above, the cited prior art fails to teach or suggest every feature recited in

Applicant's claims, so that claims 19, 22-29, and 32-38 are believed to be patentably

distinguishable over the cited prior art. Accordingly, Applicant respectfully traverses, and

request reconsideration of, the rejections based on Noguchi.”

Rejections under 35 U.S.C. §103

In the outstanding Action, claims 20 and 30 stand rejected under 35 U.S.C. § 103 as

unpatentable over Noguchi in viewof U.S. Patent Publication No. 2014/0295973, applied for

by Inagawaet al. (‘Inagawa’).

Claims 21 and 31 stand rejected under 35 U.S.C. § 103 as unpatentable Noguchi in

viewof U.S. Patent Publication No. 2008/0254849, applied for by Nomuraet al. (‘Nomura’).

Addressing nowthe rejection of claims 20-21 and 30-31 under 35 U.S.C. § 103 as

unpatentable over Noguchi, Inagawa, and Nomura,this rejection is respectfully traversed.

As mentioned above, claims 19, 26, and 35-38 are amended to recite the feature that

each battle condition is not changed during each game term.

None ofthe cited references disclose that the battle game is played under each battle

condition during each game term. In particular, Noguchi is a role-playing game, so the

condition of battle may be changedin each turn of player unlike the claimed invention.

Inagawa wascited for a condition for providing a reward to the player, and Nomura

wascited for a start timing and an end timing of each game term. However, neither Inagawa

nor Nomura discloses that each battle condition is not changed during each game term.

Therefore, Applicant respectfully submits that none of Noguchi, Inagawa, and Nomura, even

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whenconsidered in combination teach or suggest the claimed feature.

As aresult, Applicant respectfully submits that independent claims 19, 26, and 35-38

are patentable over Noguchi, Inagawa, and Nomura. As claims 20-25 depend from

independent claim 19, claims 27-34 depend from independent claim 26, Applicant respectfully

submits that claims 20-25 and 27-34 are likewise patentable over Noguchi, Inagawa, and

Nomura.

Accordingly, for at least the reasons set forth above, Applicant respectfully requests

that the §103 rejections of claims 20-21 and 30-31 be withdrawn.

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CONCLUSION

Consequently, in viewof the present amendmentand in light of the above discussion,

the outstanding groundsofrejection are believed to have been overcome. The Application,as

amended, is believed 1o be in condition of allowance. An early and favorable action to that

effect 1s respectfully requested.

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Discussion Agenda

Rejections under 35 U.S.C. §112

The outstanding Office Action indicated that claim 19 recites the limitations "an

opponent character based on a parameter set on a card by a player's operation” respectively in

lines 6, 7, 10, 11, 15, and 16 of the claim, but it is unclear whether the claim recitations are

referring to the same or different "opponent characters", "parametersets", "cards", and

"player operations". Also, the Office Action indicated the claim numbers of dependencies

are required to be corrected.

In response, the claims are amended to correct the noted informalities. If, however,

the Examiner disagrees, the Examineris invited to telephone the undersigned who will be

happy to work with the Examiner in a joint effort to derive mutually acceptable language.

Rejections under 35 U.S.C. §101

In the outstanding Office Action, claims 19-38 were rejected under 35 U.S.C. § 101,

as allegedly being directed to non-statutory subject matter.

The Office Action alleged the claimed invention recites concepts related to a mental

process for circuit design which respectively correspondsto a concept identified as abstract

idea by the court in Synopsys. However, Applicant respectfully submits that the claimed

invention, as a whole, is not similar to the abstract idea discussed in the Synopsys case. More

specifically, in Synopsys, the court defined the abstract idea as translating a functional

description of a logic circuit into a hardware component. In contrast, the claimed invention

concerns operating the battle game under a specific set of rules.

In McRO, the Federal Circuit court found a set of rules to be an improvement in an

existing animation process instead of an abstract idea. In McRO, the court determined the set

of rules enabled the automation of specific animation tasks that previously could not be

automated. The claimed invention also includesa specific set of rules for operating a game

which, when viewed as whole, promote active participation of players with a wide range of

levels and enjoyment throughout a group battle. Thus, like McRO, the specific set of rules of

the claimed invention enables automation of a battle game that would not have been previously

automated.

Therefore, for at least the foregoing reasons, Applicant respectfully submits that the

claims are directed toward patent-eligible subject matter. Accordingly, Applicant respectfully

requests that the rejections under 35 U.S.C. § 101 be withdrawn.
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Rejections under 35 U.S.C. §102 and 103

In the outstanding Action, claims 19, 22-29, and 32-38 are rejected under 35 U.S.C.

§102(a)(1) as being anticipated by U.S. Patent Publication No. 2005/0054402 to Noguchietal.

(“Noguchi’’).

Claims 20 and 30 are rejected under 35 U.S.C. §103 as being unpatentable over

Noguchi in view of U.S. Patent Publication No. 2014/0295973 to Inagawaetal. (“Inagawa’’).

Claims 21 and 31 are rejected under 35 U.S.C. §103 as being unpatentable over

Noguchi in view of U.S. Patent Publication No. 2008/0254849 to Nomuraet al. (“Nomura’’).

Claims 19, 26, and 35-38 are the independent claims presently under consideration, and

claims 19, 26, and 35-38 are amendedto recite the feature that each battle condition is not

changed during each game term. Non-limiting supports of the amendments may be found,

for example, at paragraphs [0069]-[0075].

None of the cited references disclose that the battle game is played under each battle

condition during each game term. In particular, Noguchi is a role-playing game, so the

condition of battle may be changedin each turn of player unlike the claimed invention.

Inagawa wascited for a condition for providing a reward to the player, and Nomura

wascited for a start timing and an end timing of each game term. However, neither Inagawa

nor Nomura discloses that each battle condition is not changed during each game term.

Therefore, Applicant respectfully submits that none of Noguchi, Inagawa, and Nomura, even

whenconsidered in combination teach or suggest the claimed feature.

As aresult, Applicant respectfully submits that independent claims 19, 26, and 35-38

are patentable over Noguchi, Inagawa, and Nomura. As claims 20-25 depend from

independentclaim 19, claims 27-34 depend from independent claim 26, Applicant

respectfully submits that claims 20-25 and 27-34 are likewise patentable over Noguchi,

Inagawa, and Nomura.

Accordingly, for at least the reasons set forth above, Applicant respectfully requests

that the $103 rejections of claims 19-38 be withdrawn.
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CONCLUSION

Consequently, in view ofthe present amendmentandin light of the above discussion,

the outstanding groundsof rejection are believed to have been overcome. The Application, as

amended, is believed to be in condition of allowance. An early and favorable action to that

effect is respectfully requested.

distinctly claim the subject matter which the inventoror a joint inventor, or for pre-AlA

the applicant regards as the invention.

5. Claim 19 recite the limitations "an opponent character based on a parameterset

on a card bya player’s operation” respectively in lines 6, 7, 10, 11, 15, and 16 of the

claim, howeverit is unclear whether the claim recitations are referring to the same or

different “opponent characters", "parameter sets", “cards”, and “player operations”.

Also, claims 26 and 35-38 has the sameor similar issues as state above in claim 19.

6. Claims 20-25 each respectively recite the limitation “according to claim 17”in

lines 1 and 2 of each claim, however, claim 17 has been cancelled, thus, deemed

indefinite.

7. Claims 27, 28, and 31-34 each respectively recite the limitation “according to

claim 24”in lines 1 and 2 of each claim, however,it is unclear whether the

corresponding limitations of the each claim is related to claim 26 or claim 24, thus,

deemedindefinite.

Claim Rejections - 35 USC § 101

8. 35 U.S.C. 101 reads as follows:

Whoever invents or discovers any new and useful process, machine, manufacture, or
composition of matter, or any new and useful improvementthereof, may obtain a patent
therefor, subject to the conditions and requirements of this title.

9. Claims 19-38 are rejected under 35 U.S.C. 101 because the claimed invention is

directed to a judicial exception (i.e., a law of nature, a natural phenomenon,or an

abstract idea) without significantly more. The claims are directed to the abstract idea of

conducting gamerules while using cards during the gamerelated to concepts relating to

organizing or analyzing information in a way that can be performed mentally or is
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analogous to human mental work which falls under an abstract idea of "an idea ‘of

itself".

The claims recite concepts related to a mental processfor circuit design which

respectively corresponds to a conceptidentified as abstract idea by the courts in

Synopsys court decision. Claims 19 recite, in part, a player conducting a batile game

(conventional equipment and practice), displaying, onafirst field, a plurality of cards

selected from a deck whichis a stack of virtual cards (conventional equipment and

practice); during a first term of the battle game, conducting a battle to an opponent

character based on a parameter set on a card selected by a player's operation under a

first battle condition (conventional equipment and practice, and a mental process of

Synopsys, and a human using pen and paper); during a second term ofthe battle game

continued from thefirst term, conducting the battle to an opponent character based on a

parameter set on a card selected by a player's operation under a second battle

condition, wherein the secondbattle conditionis different from thefirst battle condition

and is predetermined independentfrom a battle result of the first term (conventional

equipment and practice, and a mental process of Synopsys, and a human using pen

and paper); and during a third term of the battle game continued from the second term,

conducting the battle to an opponent character based on a parameter set on a card

selected by a player's operation undera third battle condition, wherein the third battle

condition is different from the second battle condition and is dependenton a battle result

of the second term (conventional equipment and practice, and a mental process of

Synopsys, and a human using pen and paper).
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The claims doesnotinclude additional elements that are sufficient to amountto

significantly more than the judicial exception because the additional elements when

considered both individually and as an ordered combination do not amountto

significantly more than the above-identified judicial exception (the abstract idea). The

claims recite the additionallimitations of “computers”, “memory”, “processor”all of which

are recited at a high level of generality and are recited as performing generic computer

functions routinely used in computer applications. Generic computer components

recited as performing generic computerfunctions that are well-understood, routine and

conventional activities amount to no more than implementing the abstract idea with a

computerized system.

Claims 20-25 and 27-34 include all the limitations and are dependenton claims

19 and 26. Therefore, claims 20-25 and 27-34 recite the same abstract idea of

“conducting gamerules while using cards during the game.”

Claim Rejections - 35 USC § 102

a stack of virtual cards (Fig. 2 and 4A and 468);

during a first term of the battle game, conducting a battle to an opponent

character based on a parameter set on a card selected by a player's operation

undera first battle condition (952-60));

during a secondterm of the battle game continued from thefirst term,

conducting the battle to an opponent character based on a parameter set on a

card selected by a player's operation under a second battle condition, wherein

the second battle conditionis different from thefirst battle condition and is

predetermined independent from a battle result of the first term ({[48, 52-60, and
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76] in this case a battle condition includes a different instance and effect of a virtual

card); and

during a third term of the battle game continued from the second term,

conducting the battle to an opponent character based on a parameter set ona

card selected by a player's operation undera third battle condition, wherein the

third battle condition is different from the second battle condition and is

dependent on a battle result of the second term (4/48, 52-60, 74, and 78] during a

continued battle yet a different action by a player affects the health value/points of an

enemy character).

Claims 22 and 32. Noguchi ciscloses wherein an attack strength to the

opponentcharacter under the second battle condition is higher than an attack

strength to the opponent character underthefirst battle condition ({[52-60, 62,

70-72, and 77] where the damage of an attack has been increased during a

second instanceof attacking an enemycharacter).

Claims 23 and 33. Noguchi discloses wherein the parameter includes an

attack strength anda life force ({[48, 52-60, 62, and 77] discloses levelof effect

and damage).

Claim 24. Noguchi discloses wherein the battle is conducted on a second

field different from thefirst field (Fig. 2 and 4A and 468).
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Claims 25 and 34. Noguchi discloses wherein the first field and the second

field are included in a game screen (Fig. 2 and 4A and 468).

Claims 26, 36, and 38. Noguchi discloses a non-transitory computer-readable

recording medium storing instructions to be executed by one ora plurality of computers

capable of being used by a player conducting a battle game (Figs. 1 and 2, and q[23-

31]), the instructions causing the oneora plurality of computers to execute stepsof:

displaying, onafirst field, a plurality of cards selected from a deck which is

a stackof virtual cards (Fig. 2 and 4A and 468);

during a first term of the battle game, conducting a battle to an opponent

character based on a parameter set on a card selected by a player's operation

undera first battle condition on a second field different from thefirst field (Fig. 2

and 4A, and 4[48, and 52-60]); and

during a second term of the battle game continued from thefirst term,

conducting the battle to an opponent character based on a parameter set ona

card selected by a player's operation under a second battle condition different

from thefirst battle condition on the secondfield ({[48, 52-60, and 76] during a

continued battle yet a different action by a player affects the health value/points of an

enemy character).
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Claim 27. Noguchi discloses wherein the second battle condition is

predetermined independentfrom a battle result of thefirst term (4[52-60] in this

case a battle condition includes a different instance and effect of a virtual card)

Claim 28. Noguchi discloses wherein the second battle condition depends

on a battle result of the first term (4[52-60] during a continued battle yet a

different action by a player affects the health value/points of an enemy

character).

Claim 29. Noguchi discloses wherein the second battle condition depends

on an attack status of the first term (9[52-60] during a continued battle yet a

different action by a player affects the health value/points of an enemy

character).

Claim Rejections - 35 USC § 103

2. Ascertaining the differences between the prior art and the claimsat issue.

3. Resolving the level of ordinary skill in the pertinentart.

4. Considering objective evidence present in the application indicating

obviousness or nonobviousness.

16. Claims 20 and 30 are rejected under 35 U.S.C. 103 as being unpatentable over

US Pub. 20050054402 to Noguchi et al (Noguchi) in view of US Pub. 20140295973 to

Inagawa et al (Inagawa).

Claims 20 and 30. Noguchifails to explicitly disclose a condition for

providing a reward to the player.

Inagawa teaches a condition for providing a reward to the player (454).

The gaming system of Noguchi would have motivation to use the teachings of

Inagawa becauseproviding some form of benefit to a player upon winning a fight

during video game play is commonly known. Providing benefits such as rewards

to a winning playerof a fight is done to enhance gameplay excitement in an

attempt for game players to receive a large variety of benefits ranging from
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increasing game currency to gaining new found powersall of which adds

entertainmentvalue to the gameplay.

It would have been obvious to a person ordinary skill in the art before the

effective filing date of the claimed invention to modify the gaming system of

Noguchi with the teachings of Inagawain orderto provide a moreentertaining

and exciting video game.

17. Claims 21 and 31 are rejected under 35 U.S.C. 103 as being unpatentable over

US Pub. 20050054402 to Noguchi et al (Noguchi) in view of US Pub. 20080254849 to

Nomura et al (Nomura).

Claims 21 and 31. Noguchifails to explicitly disclose the limitations of

claims 21 and 31.

Nomura teachesastart timing and an end timing of each ofthefirst term

and the second term are predetermined using a start timing of the battle game as

a reference (Fig. 3B, element 124, and 4121-123). The gaming system of

Noguchi would have motivation to use the teachings of Nomurain orderto limit

the amountof time game players have to make game inputs which would make

the gameplay more challenging to the gameplayers.

It would have been obvious to a person ordinary skill in the art before the

effective filing date of the claimed invention to modify the gaming system of
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Noguchi with the teachings of Nomura in order to make the game play more

challenging to the gameplayers.

Response to Arguments

18. Applicant's arguments with respect to claims 19-38 have been considered but

are moot because the arguments do not apply to any of the references being usedin

the current rejection.

20140213356 to Iwanoetal (lwano).

Claims 4, 10, and 16. Kurabayashi in view of Sato fails to explicitly

disclose the limitations of claim 4, 10, and 16.

Iwano teaches wherein the battle condition comprises increasing, by a

REMARKS

Favorable reconsideration of this Application, in light of the following discussion,is

respectfully requested. Claims 1-18 were originally presented. Claims 1, 6-8, and 13 have

been amended by wayof the present Response. Accordingly, claims 1-18 remain pending in

the present Application. Applicant submits that upon entry of the present Response, claims 1-

18 are in condition for allowance. Moreover, the Applicant submits that no newmatter has

been introduced by the foregoing amendments.

Examiner Interview

First, Applicant wishes to thank the Examiner for the courtesy of an interview granted

to Applicant's representative on June 27, 2017, at which time the outstanding issues in this case

were discussed. Arguments similar to (he ones herein were presented, and the examiner agreed

to reconsider the outstanding grounds for rejection upon submission of a formal response.

Rejections under 35 U.S.C. §112

Claim 7 was noted to be interpreted as invoking § 112(f) or § 112, sixth paragraph. In

response, claim 7 has been amended to remove the language that was interpreted as invoking

§ 112(D or § 112, sixth paragraph.

Rejections under 35 U.S.C. §103

In the outstanding Action, claims 1-18 stand rejected under 35 U.S.C. § 103 as

unpatentable over U.S. Patent Application Publication No. 2007/0066403, issued to

Conkwright, et al. (“Conkwright”) or U.S. Patent Application Publication No. 2013/0344940,

applied for by Kurabayashi,et al. (“Kurabayashi”).

Addressing now the rejection of claims 1-18 under 35 U.S.C. § 103 as unpatentable

over Conkwright and Kurabayashi, this rejection is respectfully traversed.

Claims 1, 7, and 13 are the independent claims presently under consideration.

Conkwright and Kurabayashi, whether considered alone or tn combination, do not teach or

suggest each and every limitation of the independent claims.

For reference, claim 1 as amendedrecites:

A gamecontrol method comprising: dividing a battle time into a
plurality of time slots in a battle game between groups with a battle time
managing unit stored in a memory, the batile ime managing unit further
comprising a timer, and members of a group being characters stored in
the memory, each character controlled by a player via a client device
sending requests to a server; setting a battle condition of at least one of
the timeslotsin the plurality of time slots with a battle condition changing
unit in the memoryto differ from a battle condition of a second time slot
in the plurality of time slots based on data from a battle condition
extraction unit in the memoryand a target changing unit tin the memory,
wherein the battle condition is set_independent from the player’s
performance; and conducting the battle game on the server by a battle
rendering unit in the memory based on the battle condition wherebyat
least one of the time slots in the plurality of time slots is different from
the second timeslot in the plurality of timeslots.

Conkwright does not teach or suggest each and every limitation of claim 1, as amended.

Rather, in Conkwright, a difficulty of the game1s adjusted dynamically based on the player’s

capability at a performance evaluation checkpoint which is taken, for example, at every 5

seconds. (See Conkwright at paragraphs [0077]. [0081], [0084]-[0085], and [0095].)

In contrast, the present invention requires that “the battle condition is set independent

from the player’s performance.”

Kurabayashi does not cure the deficiencies of Conkwright. To the contrary,

Kurabayashi merely teaches a detecting game play-style convergence, and is cited in the

outstanding Action for an alleged teaching of a gaming system in which players can be

members of a group, and a gaming server configured to be coupled to a provided

simultaneously to a plurality of computing devices, with each player connected to the server.

(See outstanding Office Action at page 9). Notably, like Conkwright, Kurabayashi does not

teach or suggest that “the battle condition is set independent from the player’s performance”as
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recited by claim 1 of the present invention. Independent claims 7 and 13 recite the same or

similar limitations as claim1.

Therefore, even if the combination of Conkwright and Kurabayashi is assumed to be

proper, the combination fails to teach every element of the claimed invention.

As aresult, Applicant respectfully submits that independent claims 1, 7, and 13 are

patentable over Conkwright and Kurabayashi.! As claims 2-6 depend from independent claim

1, claims 8-12 depend from independent claim 7, and claims 14-18 depend from independent

claim 13, Applicant respectfully submits that claims 2-6, 8-12, and 14-18 are likewise

patentable over Conkwright and Kurabayashi.

Accordingly, for at least the reasons set forth above, Applicant respectfully requests

that the §103 rejections of claims 1-18 be withdrawn.
